‘GROWING THROUGH TESTING TIMES’ (Studies on the life of 

Joseph from Genesis) Someone has well said that, "Experience is 

a hard teacher because she gives the test first and the lesson 

last". Often life can be a test, we find ourselves in places and 

positions that we'd rather not be in. Yet it is through testing 

times that we often grow and mature most if we do not become 

bitter and angry. This was certainly true for Joseph. Joseph is one 

of the most amazing characters in the whole of the Bible and a 

wonderful example of someone who made the choice to grow 

through testing times. This series on the life of Joseph will help 

us to learn how to grow through testing times. 

 
 

‘GIVE IT UP…NOT JUST FOR LENT!’  (Studies on living sacrifi-

cially) Lent is a period of time within the Christian calendar when 

Christians prepare themselves 

for the celebration of Easter. 

Traditionally Christians pre-

pare for Easter through 

prayer, repentance, almsgiv-

ing and self-denial. Lent be-

gins six weeks before Easter 

and often during this period 

Christians will give things up 

and also increase their giving 

to others as an outward sign 

of self-denial and commitment to Christ. At DBC we celebrate 

Easter every Sunday and believe that we ought to live lives of 

prayer, repentance, giving and self-denial every day and not just 

for Lent! This series will focus on how we ought to give our 

whole lives to Christ every day through the giving up of our 

money, time, gifts and bodies for His Glory. This will lead up to 

focussing on the ultimate self-denial and self-giving of Christ 

which we will celebrate on Easter Sunday.
